
The One World Economy

One of the Major differences between the prophecies of the First Covenant age and 
those of the Second Covenant is the Universal scope of the prophecies.
 
Rev. 13:1  And I stood upon the sand of the sea, and saw a beast rise up out of 
the sea, having seven heads and ten horns, and upon his horns ten crowns, and 
upon his heads the name of blasphemy.
2  And the beast which I saw was like unto a leopard, and his feet were as the 
feet of a bear, and his mouth as the mouth of a lion: and the dragon gave him his 
power, and his seat, and great authority.
3  And I saw one of his heads as it were wounded to death; and his deadly wound 
was healed: and all the world wondered after the beast.
4  And they worshipped the dragon which gave power unto the beast: and they 
worshipped the beast, saying, Who is like unto the beast? who is able to make 



war with him?
5  And  there  was  given  unto  him  a  mouth  speaking  great  things  and 
blasphemies; and power was given unto him to continue forty and two months.
6  And he opened his mouth in blasphemy against God, to blaspheme his name, 
and his tabernacle, and them that dwell in heaven.
7  And it was given unto him to make war with the saints, and to overcome them: 
and power was given him over all kindreds, and tongues, and nations.
8  And all that dwell upon the earth shall worship him, whose names are not 
written in the book of life of the Lamb slain from the foundation of the world.
9  If any man have an ear, let him hear.
10  He that leadeth into captivity shall go into captivity: he that killeth with the 
sword must be killed with the sword. Here is the patience and the faith of the 
saints.
11  And I beheld another beast coming up out of the earth; and he had two horns 
like a lamb, and he spake as a dragon.
12  And he exerciseth all the power of the first beast before him, and causeth 
the earth and them which dwell therein to worship the first beast, whose deadly 
wound was healed.
13  And he doeth great wonders, so that he maketh fire come down from heaven 
on the earth in the sight of men,
14  And deceiveth them that dwell on the earth by the means of those miracles 
which he had power to do in the sight of the beast; saying to them that dwell on 
the earth, that they should make an image to the beast, which had the wound by 
a sword, and did live.
15  And he had power to give life unto the image of the beast, that the image of  
the beast should both speak, and cause that as many as would not worship the 
image of the beast should be killed.
16  And he causeth all, both small and great, rich and poor, free and bond, to 
receive a mark in their right hand, or in their foreheads:
17  And that no man might buy or sell, save he that had the mark, or the name of 
the beast, or the number of his name.
18  Here is wisdom. Let him that hath understanding count the number of the 
beast: for it is the number of a man; and his number is Six hundred threescore 
and six.
 
Under the First Covenant the Prophets mostly spoke of events and persons and their 
relationship to the  carnal nation of Israel.  These prophecies were very limited 
and had a definite fulfillment many centuries ago.  It is true that many of them 
serve us today as examples, but not as signs of the Second Coming of Christ.
 



I Cor. 10:1  Moreover, brethren, I would not that ye should be ignorant, how that 
all our fathers were under the cloud, and all passed through the sea;
2  And were all baptized unto Moses in the cloud and in the sea;
3  And did all eat the same spiritual meat;
4  And did all drink the same spiritual drink: for they drank of that spiritual Rock 
that followed them: and that Rock was Christ.
5  But with many of them God was not well pleased: for they were overthrown in 
the wilderness.
6  Now these things were our examples, to the intent we should not 
lust after evil things, as they also lusted.
7  Neither be ye idolaters, as were some of them; as it is written, The people sat 
down to eat and drink, and rose up to play.
8  Neither let us commit fornication, as some of them committed, and fell in one 
day three and twenty thousand.
9  Neither let us tempt Christ, as some of them also tempted, and 
were destroyed of serpents.
10  Neither murmur ye, as some of them also murmured, and were destroyed of 
the destroyer.
11  Now all  these things happened unto them for ensamples:  and 
they  are  written  for  our  admonition,  upon whom the ends of  the 
world are come.
 
The Old Testament accounts of these things and their prophecies as well, do not point 
us toward the Second Coming of Christ, but serve us in other ways.
 

The Differences between the Old Testament and the New Testament 
Prophecies

 
There is a mixture of Old Testament prophecies that did not originate from the Add-On 
Law and the Prophets and these have been carried over and given proper direction and 
meaning in the New Covenant.
 
They relate to a universal existence and a New Covenant Israel, the sum total of all the 
truly Baptized Churches of Jesus Christ and her individual members.
 
Here is how the New Covenant understands the prophecy relating to the Seed of the 
Woman:
 



Rev. 12:1  And there appeared a great wonder in heaven; a woman clothed with 
the sun, and the moon under her feet, and upon her head a crown of twelve 
stars:
2  And she being with child cried, travailing in birth, and pained to be delivered.
3  And  there  appeared  another  wonder  in  heaven;  and  behold  a  great  red 
dragon, having seven heads and ten horns, and seven crowns upon his heads.
4  And his tail drew the third part of the stars of heaven, and did cast them to 
the  earth:  and  the  dragon  stood  before  the  woman  which  was  ready  to  be 
delivered, for to devour her child as soon as it was born.
5  And she brought forth a man child, who was to rule all nations with a rod of 
iron: and her child was caught up unto God, and to his throne.
6  And the woman fled into the wilderness, where she hath a place prepared of 
God, that they should feed her there a thousand two hundred  and threescore 
days.
7  And there  was war  in  heaven:  Michael  and his  angels  fought  against  the 
dragon; and the dragon fought and his angels,
8  And prevailed not; neither was their place found any more in heaven.
9  And the great dragon was cast out, that old serpent, called the Devil, and 
Satan, which deceiveth the whole world: he was cast out into the earth, and his 
angels were cast out with him.
10  And I  heard  a  loud  voice  saying  in  heaven,  Now is  come salvation,  and 
strength,  and the kingdom of  our  God,  and the power  of  his  Christ:  for  the 
accuser of our brethren is cast down, which accused them before our God day 
and night.
11  And they overcame him by the blood of the Lamb, and by the word of their 
testimony; and they loved not their lives unto the death.
12  Therefore  rejoice,  ye heavens,  and  ye  that  dwell  in  them.  Woe  to  the 
inhabiters of the earth and of the sea! for the devil  is come down unto you, 
having great wrath, because he knoweth that he hath but a short time.
13  And when the dragon saw that he was cast unto the earth, he persecuted the 
woman which brought forth the man child.
14  And to the woman were given two wings of a great eagle, that she might fly 
into the wilderness, into her place, where she is nourished for a time, and times, 
and half a time, from the face of the serpent.
15  And the serpent cast out of his mouth water as a flood after the woman, that 
he might cause her to be carried away of the flood.
16  And the earth helped the woman,  and the earth opened her mouth,  and 
swallowed up the flood which the dragon cast out of his mouth.
17  And the dragon was wroth with the woman, and went to make war with the 
remnant  of  her  seed,  which  keep  the  commandments  of  God,  and  have  the 
testimony of Jesus Christ.



 
This prophecy of the Woman and Her Seed embraces the past, the present and the 
future.  It also redirects us to the meaning of the Woman and Her Seed following the 
Catching up of the Man-Child, in my opinion Jesus Christ, and shows that there will be 
several angelic conflicts and falls all relating to attempts at overcoming the Woman 
and Her Seed.
 
Under the New Covenant the Woman is the Spiritual Israel, the sum total of the Gospel  
Churches,  and  her  seed  are  the  individual  member  of  the  Gospel  Churches  often 
pictured in their dispersed state when these churches are scattered by persecution.

The Final Form of these Prophecies
 
However, this will  come into a great place during the final form of the Church Age 
during the time of what is called the Great Tribulation when the computer empowered 
one world police force, driven by immoral lust and greed, shall use all its texts and 
loyal oaths to try and destroy the woman and her seed.  They will not succeed!
 
15  And the serpent cast out of his mouth water as a flood after the woman, that 
he might cause her to be carried away of the flood.
16  And the earth helped the woman,  and the earth opened her mouth,  and 
swallowed up the flood which the dragon cast out of his mouth.
17  And the dragon was wroth with the woman, and went to make war with the 
remnant  of  her  seed,  which  keep  the  commandments  of  God,  and  have  the 
testimony of Jesus Christ.
 

It is no accident that John used a simile of the flood to picture the last 
days.
 
Luke 17:20  And when he was demanded of the Pharisees, when the kingdom of 
God should come, he answered them and said, The kingdom of God cometh not 
with observation:
21  Neither shall they say, Lo here! or, lo there! for, behold, the kingdom of God 
is within you.
22  And he said unto the disciples, The days will come, when ye shall desire to 
see one of the days of the Son of man, and ye shall not see it.
23  And they shall say to you, See here; or, see there: go not after  them, nor 
follow them.



24  For  as  the  lightning,  that  lighteneth  out  of  the  one  part under  heaven, 
shineth unto the other part under heaven; so shall also the Son of man be in his 
day.
25  But first must he suffer many things, and be rejected of this generation.
26  And as it was in the days of Noe, so shall it be also in the days of the Son of 
man.
27  They did eat, they drank, they married wives, they were given in marriage, 
until the day that Noe entered into the ark, and the flood came, and destroyed 
them all.
28  Likewise also as it was in the days of Lot; they did eat, they drank, they 
bought, they sold, they planted, they builded;
29  But the same day that Lot went out of Sodom it rained fire and brimstone 
from heaven, and destroyed them all.
30  Even thus shall it be in the day when the Son of man is revealed.
 

New Testament Prophecies Direct Us Back to the Pre-Israel Days
 
Please note this point well. UNDER THE NEW COVENANT PROPHECIES, WE ARE TO 
LOOK TO  THE TIMES  OF THE  GREAT  FLOOD AND  LOT,  NOT TO  THE TIMES  OF 
CARNAL ISRAEL!
 
We DO NOT NEED TO SPEND OUR TIME TRYING TO FIND OUT WHEN THE LATEST 
CAMEL TRIPED AND FELL AND KNOCHED OFF HIS BACK A JEW OR ARAB AND THIS 
IS A CERTAIN SIGN OF THE SOON COMING OF CHRIST, BUT WE ARE TO BE LOOKING 
TO THE THINGS THAT WENT ON IN SODOM AND DURING THE DAYS OF THE GREAT 
FLOOD!
 
We are to look not to Carnal Israel and those related prophecies, but to the last days of  
the first age, the time of the Garden of Eden on this earth.  We are to look to the times 
of Lot and the Canaanite Cities of the Plains and their terrible conditions led on by the 
control of the evil spirits of the unseen world and all manner of evil and mutations and  
lusts!
 

The Last Days of this Age Blended with that of the Great Flood and the Life 
and Times of Lot in Sodom

 
What we are to look for not carnal Israel in the Mid-East, but the great flood that was 
universal, and then the re-emergence of the Canaanites during the life and times of Lot.
 



The Continued Fall of Some Angels
 

We would also do well to remember that when Moses wrote of the fall of some angels  
in Genesis 6, he pointed out that those conditions were then, and then again after that 
period.  This has been going on for centuries.  It happened again during the days of the 
Canaanite Empire and it has been happening now in these last days of the Church Age.
 
We would do well to study the history of the Canaanites and how they were carried 
through the great flood, by Ham and his wife, and their place in the development of the 
morality and culture of the last days of this age.
 

The Immorality of Ham and the Savagery of Cain
 
The immorality and curse of Ham blended with the savagery of Cain carried by means 
of Ham’s wife, these blended together will characterize the immorality of society during 
the last Days of the Church Age.
 
All this will again be universal even as in the days of Noah.  It will be immoral just as in 
the days of Lot in Sodom.
 
One  of  the  saddest  trends  of  modern  Christianity  is  how  that  the  futurists  and 
Scofieldites always turn events in the Middle East into sure and certain signs of the 
Second Coming of Christ and ignore the New Testament Prophecies of the Second 
Coming of Christ.
 

The  New  Covenant  furnishes  us  with  the  necessary  prophecies  to 
understand about the Second Coming of Christ and we do not need to 
become like  the  Babylonians  and  co-mingle  the  prophecies  inorder  to 
learn about the Second Coming of Christ.
 
This does not mean the New Covenant will ignore all the Old Testament prophecies, 
just the Law and Prophets of Moses, but will reach beyond them and give them their 
proper setting and application to the Last Days of this the Last Age of the present evil  
world.
 

Universalism During the New Covenant Prophecies
 

One  of  the  most  important  concepts  from  the  New  Testament  prophecies  is 
Universalism, not the universal church though that is a part of the Antichrist system, 



but the universal nature and fulfillment of prophecies.
 
One of these is the one world economy.  There will be a universal economy.
 
This is fulfilled already, we do not need to look for the fulfillment of the one world 
economy, it is already here.  There is just one more phase that it must go into, that 
of the cashless society, but the universal part is already here.
 
I can sit behind my computer and use either my visa or master card to order a book 
published in India, or any place in the entire world, and my smart card will take care of 
it all.  It is done in a moment, the info on my smart card will determine if I can get the 
book or not.

International Money and Religious or Loyalty Tests
 

At this present time there is no kind of religious or loyalty test on the smart cards that I  
know abouty, but that will all change soon as the conflict between Ishmael and Isaac 
becomes more and more pronounced among the nations on a universal scope.
 
The  war  against  International  Terrorism  is  demanding  that  the  final  form  of  the 
cashless society will take place shortly.  This final conflict since the Drying up of the 
River Euphrates will bring about the cashless society with its religious tests. 
 
Re 16:12  And the sixth angel poured out his vial upon the great river Euphrates; 
and the water thereof was dried up, that the way of the  kings of the east 
might be prepared.
 
The  boundaries  of  the  ancient  empire  of  Babylon,  or  Persia,  have  all  but  become 
meaningless as the conflict has become universal and taken out of the Mid-East.   This 
is perhaps one of the most important political signs of the nearness of Christ’s second 
coming.  By nearness,  I  do  not  mean in  terms of  days,  but  in  terms of  years  and 
seasons or parts of the years.
 
Ac 1:7  And he said unto them, It is not for you to know the times or the seasons, 
which the Father hath put in his own power.
 
1Th 5:1  But of the times and the seasons, brethren, ye have no need that I write 
unto you.



 
How many of us can remember State Banks?  How many of us can remember state 
Money?  How many of us can remember Silver Certificates?
 
Most cannot.  But, if you go to the average modernist church and television evangelist 
ministry  you  are  certainly informed about  certain  events  in  the Mid-East  and their 
meaning as to the nearness of the  Secret Rapture.  Of course, be sure and send in 
large amounts of your income to help these poor televangelists warn the world about 
the conflict in the Mid-East and the supposed any day coming of Christ.
 

Acts 3:18  But those things, which God before had shewed by the mouth of 
all his prophets, that Christ should suffer, he hath so fulfilled.
19  Repent ye therefore, and be converted, that your sins may be blotted out, 
when the times of refreshing shall come from the presence of the Lord;
20  And he shall send Jesus Christ, which before was preached unto you:

21  Whom  the  heaven  must  receive  until  the  times  of 
restitution  of  all  things,  which  God  hath  spoken  by  the 
mouth of all his holy prophets since the world began.
 
Please note that there is yet to come the  Time of the Restitution of all Things.  This 
message has been included among all the prophets, not just those that belong to the 
age of The Law and the Prophets that were until John, but even those since the world  
began.
 
When is this time of Restitution of All Things?
 
2 Peter 3:9  The Lord is not slack concerning his promise, as some men count 
slackness; but is longsuffering to us–ward, not willing that any should perish, but 
that all should come to repentance.
10  But the day of the Lord will come as a thief in the night; in the which the 
heavens shall pass away with a great noise, and the elements shall melt with 
fervent heat, the earth also and the works that are therein shall be burned up.
11  Seeing then that all these things shall be dissolved, what manner of persons 
ought ye to be in all holy conversation and godliness,
12  Looking for and hasting unto the coming of the day of God, wherein the 
heavens  being  on  fire  shall  be  dissolved,  and  the  elements  shall  melt  with 
fervent heat?
13  Nevertheless we, according to his promise, look for new heavens and a new 
earth, wherein dwelleth righteousness.



14  Wherefore, beloved, seeing that ye look for such things, be diligent that ye 
may be found of him in peace, without spot, and blameless.
 
Rev. 21:1 And I saw a new heaven and a new earth: for the first heaven and the 
first earth were passed away; and there was no more sea.
2  And I John saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming down from God out of 
heaven, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband.
3  And I heard a great voice out of heaven saying, Behold, the tabernacle of God 
is with men, and he will dwell with them, and they shall be his people, and God 
himself shall be with them, and be their God.
4  And God shall wipe away all tears from their eyes; and there shall be no more 
death, neither sorrow, nor crying, neither shall there be any more pain: for the 
former things are passed away.
5  And he that sat upon the throne said, Behold, I make all things new. And he 
said unto me, Write: for these words are true and faithful.
6  And he said unto me, It is done. I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the 
end. I will give unto him that is athirst of the fountain of the water of life freely.
7  He that overcometh shall inherit all things; and I will be his God, and he shall 
be my son.
8  But the fearful,  and unbelieving, and the abominable,  and murderers,  and 
whoremongers, and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, shall have their part in 
the lake which burneth with fire and brimstone: which is the second death.
 

The History of Money and the Universal Smart Cards Contrasted
 
Returning to the history of money and the universal money of the smart cards, in the 
past, back in the 1920s and perhaps later, it was common in America to have silver 
certificates in circulation as money.  If you had one of these, say for 2 dollars, you 
could take it to any Bank and receive silver dollars in exchange for the paper money.
 
In those long and bygone days never to return again paper money among the nations 
had backing mostly either by gold or silver.  Now there is no backing, and now we are 
told  about  goods  and  services  which  are  meaningless  as  backing.  The  younger 
generation, those since the Second World War, and I am one of them sad to say, has 
little or no comprehension in any way about the value of money because it has no 
value!
 
How much is gas now days?  How much was gas in say 1955?  I can still remember 
when we could buy white gas for about 18 cents a gallon, this is what is called no-
lead.  I  can remember  buying tractor  fuel  to  run our  old  John Deere  Tractors  and 
others, for just 9 cents per gal.



 
But to return, since the era of the First World War revolution and change has been 
going on so slowly that people do not realize what has happened.  It has been gradual, 
BUT IT HAS BEEN UNIVERSAL!

Gradual and Universal Growth of Prophecy
 
The  New  Covenant  Prophecies  teach  both  a  gradual  and  universal  growth  and 
fulfillment.
 

The New Testament  Prophecies do not  teach about  the introduction of 
New Things, but the bringing back and the universal establishment of Old 
Things.
 
The foundation for the New Covenants Prophecies about the Second Coming of Christ 
PREDATE the era of the Law and the Prophets, and go back to the first age and those 
following it before the add on age of the Law and the Prophets.
 
Jude 14  And Enoch also, the seventh from Adam, prophesied of these, saying, 
Behold, the Lord cometh with ten thousands of his saints,
15  To execute judgment upon all, and to convince all that are ungodly among 
them of all their ungodly deeds which they have ungodly committed, and of all 
their hard speeches which ungodly sinners have spoken against him.
16  These are murmurers, complainers, walking after their own lusts; and their 
mouth  speaketh  great  swelling  words,  having  men's  persons  in  admiration 
because of advantage.
17  But,  beloved,  remember  ye  the  words  which  were  spoken  before  of  the 
apostles of our Lord Jesus Christ;
18  How that they told you there should be mockers in the last time, who should 
walk after their own ungodly lusts.
19  These be they who separate themselves, sensual, having not the Spirit.
 
This  is  especially  true  about  the  establishment  of  the  old  Morals  of  Sodom and 
Gomorrah.  
 
We should reject all the so-called messages about this and that in the Mid-East dealing 
with the Carnal  Jews, Arabs,  and Egyptians,  and look to those things that  existed  
BEFORE THE origin and development of the Carnal Nation of Israel.



 
Once you do this, it will become shockingly apparent that we are living in the last days 
and there remains very little to be fulfilled before the Coming of Christ.
 
But, we must look to the New Covenant for our directions in understanding Prophecy.
 

However, under the New Covenant, this will be universal and not limited to 
the 5 cities of the Plains as in Abraham’s days.
 
Ge 11:1  And the whole earth was of one language, and of one speech.
 
Ge 11:6  And the LORD said, Behold, the people  is one, and they have all one 
language; and this they begin to do: and now nothing will be restrained from 
them, which they have imagined to do.
 

This is in place already.  We must realize that a businessman or woman in 
Dog-Patch Arkansas, there is such a place, can use his computer to order 
items from China, or any other nation, and use his smart card to pay for 
them.
 

What is so important is that the invoice will still be in the language of the 
land of origin, but this Dog-Patch Arkie, by the touch of a button on his or 
her computer, can have the invoice and all the necessary info translated 
out into American based English so that even an Arkie should be able to 
manage it!
 

We take all  this for granted, but just remember how far we have come 
since the First World War!
 

Please note the following:
 
Gen. 6:1  And it came to pass, when men began to multiply on the face of the 
earth, and daughters were born unto them,
2  That the sons of God saw the daughters of men that they were fair; and they 
took them wives of all which they chose.
3  And the LORD said, My spirit shall not always strive with man, for that he also 
is flesh: yet his days shall be an hundred and twenty years.



4  There  were  giants  in  the  earth  in  those  days;  and also after that, 
when the sons of God came in unto the daughters of men, 
and they bare  children to them, the same  became mighty 
men which were of old, men of renown.
5  And GOD saw that the wickedness of man  was great in the earth, and  that 
every imagination of the thoughts of his heart was only evil continually.
6  And it repented the LORD that he had made man on the earth, and it grieved 
him at his heart.
7  And the LORD said, I will destroy man whom I have created from the face of 
the earth; both man, and beast, and the creeping thing, and the fowls of the air; 
for it repenteth me that I have made them.
8  But Noah found grace in the eyes of the LORD.
 

Universal Society Driven by Lust and Mutations
 

Let me note the following:
 

1. The expression…and also after that, is very important for it shows the continued 
actions and results when the lust hungry messengers of the unseen world take 
over human bodies and fulfill their sexual pleasures.  In many regards this has 
reached such heights in this modern generation that we can see this same type 
of society even unfolding before our eyes.

 
1. The Old Testament expression of the Lord’s repenting is not in God’s absolute 

deity,  but rather to be understood of the God-Man in His Mediatorial Person.  
Just as it repented our Lord Jesus Christ that He made man in His image and 
likeness to see by actual experience what they have become, not in His deity, but 
in His sacred humanity, even so this same God-Man Redeemer would later look 
over the physical city of Jerusalem and weep at what it had become.

 
I  have only to mention the www and the various sites that  are being advanced as 
proper and alternate life styles.  Not only is such evil being advanced, but it is taught 
as a perfectly acceptable alternate way of life.
 

Let us also note the terrible mutations that are also now taking place in a 
universal manner and being promoted as an alternate and acceptable way 
of life by the www.
 
All this immoral and ungodly evil that was then before Noah’s days, and also after that 



era, IS NOW BEING FULFILLED ON A UNIVERSAL LEVEL BY THE WWW.
 

Of course most  of  the modern churches do not  sound the alarm.  The 
reason being is that most of the modern churches are also filled with all 
this!
 
2 Thess. 2:1  Now we beseech you, brethren, by the coming of our Lord Jesus 
Christ, and by our gathering together unto him,
2  That ye be not soon shaken in mind, or be troubled, neither by spirit, nor by 
word, nor by letter as from us, as that the day of Christ is at hand.
3  Let no man deceive you by any means: for  that day shall not come, except 
there come a falling away first,  and that man of sin be revealed, the son of 
perdition;
4  Who opposeth and exalteth himself above all that is called God, or that is 
worshipped; so that he as God sitteth in the temple of God, shewing himself that 
he is God.
5  Remember ye not, that, when I was yet with you, I told you these things?
 

Paul’s Prophecy of the Falling Away and the 
Revealing of the Man of Sin

 
Let me note that  this prophecy has two basic parts,  first  the falling away or  great 
apostasy that is in the Gospel Churches presently, and the revealing of the man of sin.
 
We must know what the historic Gospel churches that were constituted upon Biblical 
Principles did believe and practice inorder to know about any falling away. 

Covers the Entire Way of Life
 
However,  this  speaks  of  more than just  in  the Gospel  Churches but  also  takes in 
families and society as well.  In one sense it also refers to the death of the Civil or 
Pagan Roman Empire and the setting up of the Holy Roman Empire under Constantine.
 
Also please note that the Man of Sin can sit in the Temple of God, and often does so, 
and it will still be the Temple of God.  The Man of Sin will so sit until Christ comes and 
is revealed in His glory.
 

The Two-Fold Coming of Christ in the Temple of God



 
This Coming and Revealing of Christ in all His glory is two fold.  First presently when 
the Temple of God restores the Ark of the Covenant to its rightful place with the Glory 
of God in grand display, that is by a turning to the old faith, order, worship and works 
of Jesus Christ and His apostles and prophets now, presently in our life and ministry.  
Then in a total and final way it shall yet be done at the grand Second Coming of Jesus 
Christ.
For us, in our ministries, the coming of Christ to drive out the Man of Sin, should be  
sought  in  our  Gospel  Churches  by  the  recovery  of  the  Old  Faith  and Order  once 
delivered unto the saints.
 
The Man of Sin cannot last long in a Gospel Church, or Temple of God, once the Glory 
of the Lord is recovered and properly taught and maintained.

Identifying the Image of the Beast
 
This is true even in most of the modern Baptist Churches.  They are mostly the very 
Image of the Beast just as S. Trout predicted back in the 1840s and 1850s.  Please go to 
brother Leroy’s church site and read the article by Trout, the principle writer of the 
Black Rock Address, on the subject of the Image of the Beast.
 
Nearly  30  years  ago  brother  Robert  Lackey furnished  this  treatise  to  me,  and  the 
burning of my house destroyed it, but brother Leroy Rhodes, in his wonderful spirit of 
love and service, posted the article up on his site.
 
The Image of the Beast is now being fulfilled before our very eyes as the Baptized 
Churches are mostly now just like the Beast and all others except in their mode of 
baptism, and even that is rapidly changing.  The Image of the Beast supports the Beast 
by being politically correct.  This includes the morality of the Beast, the Bibles of the 
Beast,  and the Economy of the Beast with all  the Beasts evil,  mutant and immoral 
practices  developed  by  the  continued  influence  of  demon  led  persons.  It  is  the 
purpose of God to send them strong delusion that they should believe the lie and be 
damned.
 
So, in conclusion, we must remember that in studying New Covenant prophecy about 
the Last Days before the Second Coming of Christ,  we are  not  to look to National 
Israel, but to the times of the Great Flood, and then Lot in Sodom.
 
The times of the last days will be a strong and careful blend of world wide electric 
technology with the savagery and immorality of the Great Flood and the days of Lot in 
Sodom.
